In general — because of announcement of this
thematic competition — prizes were awarded to task problems according to number of sacrificed
knights, honourable mentions to problems with considerable number of sacrifices combined with
other interesting play and commendations to compositions with interesting play supplemented
with thematic sacrifices. However, some problems from the last category maybe would receive
some higher distinction in other (non thematic) tourney.

7 Vladimir Kos
(20. 6.1928 - 2.7.2007)

Ing. Vladimir Kos died on 2™ July 2007 in Brno at age of 79. He came to chess composition at
the grammer school at TiSnov, and his first problem appeared on 30 Nov. 1943. Ladislav
Vetesnik provided him with his literature, and V. Kos focused on problems with model mates.

He published about 300 problems in all, of which he won 80 tourney honours (30 prizes),
in FIDE Albums he obtained 12 points, became Master of the FIDE for Chess Composition, and
Master of Sport in 1987.

He was a good solver in Sachovd skladba, Mat-Pat, and Umenie-64, and a winner of the
first Czech solving championship held in Prague in 1993. He judged 11 competitions, and apart
from other things, threemovers for the FIDE Album, too. He became International Judge of the
FIDE for Chess Composition in 1991 (threemovers and studies).

From 1983 he worked in the Czechoslovak organization for chess composition, and in the
Czech Association of Problemists from 1993. He prepared 9 books for appearance that were
published by Z. Zavodny, of which Vybér sachovych skladeb — 124 problémit V. Kosa (Selection
of chess compositions — 124 problems by V. Kos) was first, and helped as collaborator to publish
six other books.

We will remember Vladimir Kos as nice, modest, and hard-working man. He did a lot of
work that will be also used in future. It is his database of about 20,000 Czech threemovers that
are classified according to mating pictures which will make much easier to find any
anticipations.

He will be greatly missed.
